Until his recent retirement, Harry Middleton was, for thirty years, the Director of the LBJ Presidential Library and Museum. He is the Executive Director of the Lyndon Baines Johnson Foundation.  He had a distinguished career in journalism with the Associated Press, Reader's Digest, Life and other magazines.  He served as staff assistant to President Johnson and assisted him in the preparation of his memoirs.  His published works include PAX (1958), The Compact History of the Korean War (1962), LBJ: the White House Years (1990) and Lady Bird Johnson: A Life Well-Lived (1992).   Shirley James served as Mrs. Johnson’s Executive Assistant for over fifteen years at the LBJ Library until Mrs. Johnson passed away last year.  Nicole Covert is the daughter of Luci Johnson and the granddaughter of Lyndon and Lady Bird Johnson. She lives in Austin.
