Walter Jetton was a natural showman — always dressed in a Stetson, apron, creased 
white shirt, and string tie. He billed himself as the "Barbecue King" and often had a 
whole cow rotating on a spit beside a smoldering log fire. This level is for sponsors who 
bring that same bold energy and larger-than-life presence to everything they do.

Johnson bought his parcel on the banks of the lazy Pedernales River just west of his 
boyhood home in Johnson City — and the modest ranch became an integral part of the 
image he wanted to project. The Pedernales Sponsor reflects that same rooted, 
community-minded spirit.
